Chair Slalom Canoe Kayak Report 
 
Provincial Funding 
 
In 2007 the Alberta Sport Recreation Parks and Wildlife Foundation (ASRPW) began a High Performance 
coaching grant program and the Alberta Whitewater Association (AWA) received one of these grants. The 
AWA transferred the funds to Alberta Slalom Canoe/Kayak (ASCK) for the coaching of upper end slalom 
kayaking athletes in Alberta.  This allowed ASCK to hire a full-time HP coach based in Calgary in the spring of 
2007.   
 
Federal Funding 

 
In 2009 Canoe Kayak Canada-Whitewater (CKC) was able to allocate some funds from its National Coaching 
Budget to Regional Development Coaching programs across Canada. ASCK received its first portion of the 2009 
RDC grant from to be used for Slalom coaching in Alberta.  This grant is used to assist in the funding for the HP 
program.

AWA/ASCK will continue to provide information on how to set 
up a club that develops a good community and has all the paperwork in place to get summer 
coaching grants and other community grants. 

 
Coach progression 

¶ We are actively encouraging coaches to upgrade their coaching certifications.  The AWA runs 
many instructor courses but without the new Coaching stream up and running there are not 
a lot of new coaching courses running.  In 2008 several coaches upgraded the level 2 
technical portion of their certifications.  We have offered opportunities where financially 
possible to bring along club coaches on racing projects to act as assistant instructors for the 
HP program.  

¶ In 2010 athletes enrolled in the HP program will be required to upgrade their leadership 
skills every year through the NCCP program. This should assist the development of club 
coaches for the future.  

 
Governance 

¶ AWA is the governing PSO for Alberta and is responsible for the whitewater paddling clubs 
and the development of all disciplines in whitewater paddle sports in Alberta. The AWA has

The Alberta Canoe Polo Association has sponsored many activities during 2009. 
 
The majority of the ACPA events were hosted in Edmonton, although many of our members attended and 
competed in major events held in other countries. 
 
Those out of country events included the US Nationals held in Los Angeles in late October, just following the 
World Master Games which were held in Sydney Australia. Our Canadian teams won many medals in both 
events, including a Gold Medal at the World Master Games. 
 
On the local scene, the Edmonton Whitewater Paddlers hosted their regular Cup of the North in the spring of 
2009, as well as their Legend of the Ball tournament in the fall which was held at their Rundle Park permanent 
polo pitch.

Chuck was able to work with the clubs to supplement their summer 
coaching and get many new youth into the sport.  Clubs will always be the backbone of the sport in Alberta.  
Their continued progress and ever present struggle to be better, is and will continue to be, our recipe for 
success. 
 
Athletes  
 This is who we are here for 
 
In 2009 we had 54 athletes compete in slalom competition in Alberta.  The HP program helped 12 Alberta 'HP' 
athletes, 6 'Development' athletes, 3 out of province athletes, and several other athletes in clinics, throughout 
the year. 
 
Some of the highlights of athletic achievement were Ben Hayward and Jessica Groeneveld being named to the 
Senior National Team and their subsequent results at the World Championships, 13

th
 and 43

rd
 respectively.  

Great results for their first Worlds.  Jessica is PanAm Champion.  Paul Manning-Hunter and Thomas & Daniel 
Purcell were named to the National Development Team; and Graham Jobe, Marissa Dederer and Hayden 
Daniels were named to the Junior National Team. 
 
Alberta co-Won the Brian Creer Cup at the National Championships for the first time since 2001.  Nationals 
also saw Alberta win 7 Junior slalom medals, 2 Masters medals, and 3 Senior medals.  We dominated the 
cadet kayak class with Veronica Oczkowski and Idan Wolach becoming National Champions in their classes.  

¶ In 2010 we would like to see more National Champions from Alberta.  That is the gauntlet thrown 
down, for every Alberta Athlete and Coach. 

 
The Alberta Provincial Team again saw the best swag in the country and consisted of 26 athletes willing to do 
battle with the river for their province.  The Team would like to thank Undercurrents for their continued 
support of the team and supplying us with the fashionable dry bags. 
 
Events  
 
Alberta hosted the National Championships which also doubled at the PanAmerican Championships.  The 
result was over 100 athletes from Canada, USA, Chile, Brazil, Italy, Slovenia, Austria and Australia.  It was a 
great opportunity for athletes to see the best in the World in our own backyard!  A big Thank You to Zasuu 
clothing for producing our great t-shirts and donating money to the event so that the medalists got to walk 
away with cash! 
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¶ In 2010 we do not have a National event, but we should continue to look forward for opportunities to 
bring athletes to Alberta so we have home court advantage. 

 
The Provincial Championships returned to being multi-discipline, with Slalom, Freestyle, and Wildwater, and 
were a success.  36 athletes competed for the right to be the best Alberta athletes.  A great banquet, Settlers 
of Cattan tournament, Saturday clinics, and huge prizes added to the quality of the event.  Thank you to all the 
companies that donated great prizes. 

¶ A three day weekend would make the schedule a little more relaxed, as would moving one event onto a 
second day. 
 

The Provincial Cup series grew initially from 3 to 5 though only 4 events were run in the end.  Cottonwood put 
on a great fun event, including rain, hail, thunder and lightning.  A good Alberta race. 

¶ It is recommended that Alberta have three Alberta Cups on whitewater through the year, run by clubs in 
different regions.  ASCK should help support AWA and those events through scheduling, overall awards, 
and technical know how. 
 

The Calgary Penguin Race and the Sundre Pool Slalom were two club events that were great early events for 
young and veteran racers alike.  Many new faces popped up at these races and they were a fun low-key event 
for families. 

¶ It is highly recommended clubs have these fun events through the year.  They can invite other clubs, when 
they have the resources, or just run a fun once a month race using a stopwatch. 

 
Facilities 
 
The Kananaskis saw the completion of its two year major upgrade.  Chuck Lee and Mark Taylor, among others, 
are to be commended for their work on the project.  The river was modified, the paths improved and we now 
have over 60 gates from Green Tongue to the Take Out.  These improvements have greatly increased the 
variety of training and ease of use of the gates. 
 
The Deerfoot 'Meadows' continues to be the in-town site for slalom in Calgary.  Roughly 16 gates have 
remained up for more than a year.  Permission to use the site has been granted by Heritage Partners for the 
land use.  Permission has been granted, by City Parks, to move in a container for boat storage in the parking 
lot North of the site.  The container will be the property of Waterwerks Kayak Club 
 
Mt Royal continues to be the gym of choice for the HP program though some athletes use other facilities.  A 
proposal has gone to Mt Royal for locate two Paddle Ergometers in the gym for athletes' use.  The new Alberta 
Sport Development Enter, located at Mt Royal, is also helping to facilitate this process and will offer new 
services to our athletes. 
 
Equipment 
 
The Sprinter Van was purchased as a joint AWA/ASCK initiative under an ASRPW grant.  In just two months 
roughly 17,000km were driven with Alberta athletes.  Trips to Ontario and BC have been the highlights of the 
van use, and have greatly reduced the cost of these trips to the athletes, while guaranteeing safe people and 
boat transport across the country. 
 
A new computer was purchased as well as an extra hard drive for the coaching staff.  ASCK has also purchased 
a Paddle Ergometer for testing.  This will be used for standardized test in conjunction with CKC protocol as 
well as Vo2max testing for the athletes.  This will help continue to improve the objectivity of the training 
programs by giving specific heart rate zones for athletes to be working at in training and monitoring the rate 
of progress. 
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Clubs 
 
Progress has been made in many clubs to increase youth participation.  ASCK and AWA need to continue to 
reach out to these clubs and provide them the skills to run slalom programs for their athletes.   
A winter Development option has been introduced for the 2009/10 season to help the younger athletes train 
through the winter.   

¶ It is the HP coach's hope that this will stop in 2010 or 11 and that the clubs will be able to give these 
opportunities to more youth in their regions.

The HP program looks to improve its testing in conjunction with Canoe Kayak Canada ς Whitewater, the 
Alberta Sport Development Centre ς Calgary, the Canadian Sport Centre ς Calgary, and possibly other outside 
labs.  By using standardized strength, power and Vo2max data, we will be able to better monitor the athletes 
and prepare plans to increase success.  These tests will be available to the clubs to monitor their own athletes' 
progress and provide a benchmark for young athletes to achieve. 
 
The HP coach is throwing down the challenge to everyone to become a National Champion in 2010. 
 
We should strive to again have a printed schedule out in January for the Alberta Cup races in 2010. 
 
We should, in conjunction with the AWA, continue a province wide newsletter once per month, letting our 
constituents know what is coming up. 
  
The board should be given specific tasks for each position in order to reduce email, duplication of tasks and 

ensure it all happens.

The participation potential, as well 
as the performance potential of such a venue in one of our 1mil+ cities is enormous.  The weir project in 
Calgary, while maybe not that useful for slalom, look like it may have the potential to open people's eyes to 
the use of the waterways in our cities in a new way, for the first time in a hundred years.

 Kayak West Paddlers Club 
 
 
What Happened in Jasper in 2009? 

 
Pool Sessions 
We began pool sessions in February of 2009.  58 kids 
aged 7 to 17 participated in the 23 pool sessions we 
offered.  The Jasper Aquatic Centre was fantastic in 
helping us out and donated, in the end, over $3000 
worth of pool time.  We were responsible for paying 
the lifeguard fee and so we collected a drop-in fee 
from the participants.  Sean organized gear and coached 
the kids on everything from how to get in the boat and paddle forwards to how to roll and do flatwater tricks.      

The pool sessions were divided into two groups:  
The Wave Makers sessions for kids aged 7 to 11 were 
held Fridays after school, 4 - 5 pm, and the Juniors 
sessions for kids 12 - 17 were after public swim from 
8:30 to 9:30 pm.  Initially, we anticipated that we 
would be able to fill about 8 pool sessions, but they 
proved to be very popular and because of the pool's 
flexibility, we were able to book another 15.  In total, 
38 kids were in the Wave Maker sessions, some coming 
almost every session, some just dropping in once or 
twice.  20 kids participated in the Junior sessions.  We 
also held a parent session so some of the moms and 
dads could try out kayaking for themselves. 

 
Summer Lake & River Sessions 
In the middle of May, we started outside at the lake with the older groups.  In June, we began paddling on the 
lake with the younger groups.  During this time, we had 38 Wave Makers and 16 Juniors signed up for sessions 
twice a week.  The sessions lasted an hour (at least) and were a huge success.  Because of the demand, our 
coach, Sean Allen worked every day in June and we also got the help of another coach, Bryce Shaw, from the 

Alberta Whitewater Association (AWA).   
 

In July we offered sessions again.  15 Wave Makers and 14 
Juniors participated twice a week for the first two weeks.  
Sean was away coaching the older kids at the Slave River for 
the last two weeks of July. 
 
In August, 16 Wave Makers and 6 Juniors participated in 
sessions twice a week again.  On August 24th, it was our 
wrap up party, where all 60+ members of the Kayak West 
Paddlers Club were invited to celebrate the amazing 
growth of the club (last year, we had just over a dozen 
members). 
Successes & Challenges

This program was a huge success in terms of 
educating youth on water safety and on 
getting youth connected to their outdoor 
environment.  There are now over 60 
different kids in Jasper who have a better 
appreciation for our rivers and who have 
enjoyed a new sport.  Many adults have 
noticed the boats out on the rivers and 
some have taken part in adult courses put 
on by Sean.  Parks Canada personnel and 
Aquatic Centre employees have both taken 
part in free introductory sessions on the lake 
with our coach.  We have also worked with 
most of the lifeguards at our pool and have 
trained them to right an overturned kayak 
and know what to expect from kayakers, and 
they now feel more comfortable guarding our 
sessions.  The relationship between the Aquatic Centre and our club is a strong one, and this helps us to know 
that kayaking will be a permanent part of the pool scene.  Kids who do not usually go to the pool (many of the 
older ones) were once again having fun there.  The parents were thankful that the Juniors sessions were on 
Friday nights as it gave the older kids something to do that was extremely positive for their health and self-
esteem (everyone in the building feels the excitement 
when one learns how to roll!). 
 
Not only did the kids benefit from the program, but we 
were able to provide one full-time job between June 
and September for our coach (Sean Allen).  As well, 
with the help of the AWA we were able to hire another 
coach (Bryce Shaw) for the month of June.  Two 16 
year-ƻƭŘ άƧǳƴƛƻǊ ŎƻŀŎƘŜǎέ όtŜǘŜǊ ϧ .ǊŀŘύ ŎŀƳŜ ǳǇ ŦǊƻƳ 
Canmore in July to help out and learn with our coach, 
which created stronger connections between paddling 
communities in the province. 
 
We have an enthusiastic champion here with Sean, but 
ensuring that he is able to make a living is difficult.  
Financially, this entire kayak coach idea is a bad one, as 
it means that he has to work almost every day in the 
summer and find odd jobs in the winter that he can quit in the spring.  It is only redeemed because of the 
incredibly positive response from all of the kids who have taken part in his programs. 
 
Our Goals for 2010 

 
¶ We aim to serve the local Jasper population, with 

youth between the ages of 7 and 18 as our primary 
target group.  When time permits, we will continue to 
offer adult programming. 

¶ We aim to offer continuous programming over the 
summer, from June through September, with 
additional pool sessions January through May. 

¶ Our primary focus is on river running, with the 
occasional slalom and polo session. 
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¶ We are most focused on the FUNdamentals stage, with a bit of Learning to Train thrown in with the 
older kids (following the LTAD). 

¶ We are planning to host the zone 5 team trials for the Alberta Summer Games in 2010.  We are

Where We Could Use Some Assistance 

 
¶ We know that we need a second 

coach for the month of June, and 
would like to have a second coach 
available for July and August as 
well.  Our intention is to hire Bryce 
again, but we have not received 
any grants or funding for coaching.  
We would once again be very 
appreciative of any help that the 
AWA could offer us in this area, but 
for our own planning purposes, we 
need to know ASAP if this is a 
possibility and exactly how much it would cost us. 

 
¶ For the Alberta Summer Games, we know that we will not have any of the necessary equipment or 

boats, so we will once again be relying on other clubs and the AWA to help us outfit our kids.   
 

¶ We implemented the paddling passport last year with all of our kids, but we created our own version 
(based on the work that Saskia had shared with us.)  We would like to get an official copy of what has 
already been developed. 

 

¶ Rebecka has been asked to put on a Go Girl session in Hinton in April.  We are wondering if there is 
any assistance available from the AWA to support this.  The target audience is adolescent girls in the 
Edson-Hinton-Jasper area who are new to the sport.

On behalf of the Ceyana Canoe Club let me submit the following few details for our annual report. 
 
1 - Membership - we have 83 memberships, most are families and our estimate of the club is about 175 
paddlers of all ages. 
 
2 - Educational Programs - The club runs weekly paddling sessions at the Rundle Park Paddling Centre all 
summer (approx. 22 weeks) and offers informal instruction each day in canoe, and on most days (when an 
instructor is present) in kayak.  We do have more troubles maintaining a volunteer kayak instructor on site.  
We also offered the following more formal programs last season: 
1 - Family pool session 
1 - Adult pool session 
1 - PA Alberta Waterfront Canoe Instructor course 
1 - AWA - Level 1 coach - flatwater 
2 - Open Canoe Novice courses 
1 - Intro' Open Canoe to moving water 
1 - Intro' Open Canoe to Whitewater 
 
3 - Tripping - the club offered a modest tripping program with trips 2-3 weekends per month throughout the 
paddling season, with members traveling as far south as the Crowsnest and as far north as the Peace River. 
 
4 - 2010 - We expect to duplicate and expand in a modest way our 2009 year.  We do hope to offer another 
AWA Level 1 Coach course for flatwater and possibly a little broader canoe instructor program this next 
season, and more tripping. 
 
As in past years we will again renew our AWA membership, but will limit our registered members to our AWA 
instructors as we receive our paddling insurance through Paddle Alberta.
